Worthing travelled to Sutton Valence for their second away trip of the 2009/2010 season looking to maintain their 100% winning record and extend their lead at the summit of the table. Given the manner of our two previous victories, we went into the game with confidence but making no assumptions as to the quality of the opposition. With 15 minutes remaining, Valence were awarded a short corner which was flicked and initially saved well by Binns. However, in the subsequent mêlée, the ball was not cleared off the pads and the rebound was slipped underneath Binns into the goal for a slightly disappointing equaliser from the away team’s perspective. With the scores level Sutton Valence continued to push forward, winning three short corners in quick succession, which were dealt with more comfortably by the defensive unit. With the clock ticking away, a draw looked the most likely and fair result but there was to be another twist in the tail. With three minutes remaining, the Sutton Valence play-maker picked the ball up outside the 25, managed to slip the ball into the D and found a Sutton Valence stick who’s faint touch was enough to wrong foot the defence and goalkeeper and into the goal. It was only at this point that Worthing woke into action again, (having gone AWOL for 15 minutes) attacking with pace and penetration but it was too little too late and despite a late onslaught on the Valence D the away side were unable to break the well-drilled defence down and went down to their first defeat of the season. A rather dejected Worthing headed back to Sussex fully aware that lessons must be learnt from defeats like this and we cannot afford to make the same mistakes again. HARRY CAHILL (1930 – 2009)





The Circle last week reported the sad news of the death of Harry Cahill.  The death (on 18th September) was sudden and while Harry and his wife Ina were on holiday in France.


 


Harry was born in Dublin in 1930.  He was natural sportsman and was very close to representing Ireland at athletics in the 1952 Olympics.                                                                


                                                             His initial hockey was with Pembroke Wanderers but he then played most of his club hockey in goal for Coventry.  My research reveals that Harry is regarded by many in Irish Hockey circles as being the greatest Irish hockey goalkeeper of all time.   Over 20 years (1953 to 1973) he won 72 Irish Caps.  He played in three successive Olympic games for Great Britain (Rome 1960, Tokyo 1964 and Mexico 1968) and in the first European Nations Cup in Brussels in 1970 for Ireland.   At a time of minimal protective gear it is said that he “possessed tremendous reflexes, anticipation, athleticism and bravery that made him a formidable opponent for any opposing striker to beat”.


                                                        Harry joined Worthing Hockey Club late in his playing career.  Played for the 1st XI for a few seasons before joining the Veterans, relinquishing his goalkeeping gear and playing successfully as a goal scorer rather than a goalkeeper! He was a loyal club member for many years serving as Club Captain (1986-1990) and also as President of Worthing Cricket & Hockey Club.


                                                    Harry had a truly legendary standing in Irish hockey, he was an immensely kind and warm person and a man of great modesty.
