With St Andrew's seeing heavy rain in the morning the Worthing side purred with enthusiasm for a fast pitch to match their new look slim speedy team. With VP's day not only did it rain from the sky but it poured goals and Worthing 1st team put on a display of attacking flair hockey. 
After last week we needed to bounce back and put in a performance, which showed commitment, fight and good decision making on the ball. 
Matt Sewell was unavailable due to illness, but Captain Ansell was back into the team and new signing Craig Paterson from New Zealand also came in for his debut, joining Ansell on the bench. Worthing started at great pace and the wet pitch suited Worthing's quick moving fast play. The opening 10 mins saw Worthing dominate and the opposition hardly got a touch of the ball. 

Chris Marr opened the scoring after fine work from Rob Lowe and Grant Sawyer down the right flank, Marr pounced on a 

loose ball in the 'D' and smashed home a reverse stick shot. Warner quickly added the second with a trademark penalty corner, firing high and fast into the net. A free flowing Worthing side then put together a lovely attack involving five players, the running of Dan Ginnaw off the ball caused the damage and the same player picked the ball up just outside the 25 yard line and drove into the 'D' and dispatched a cool shot past the oncoming keeper. 
At 3-0 after 10 minutes Worthing were full of confidence and the passing and composure on the ball was everything that was lacking the previous week. A fourth was quickly added with Paterson running hard at the opposition defence and then picking out a fine long pass for Warner who deflected it in at the far post.
James Godber and Jimmy Pease looked assured at the back for Worthing and were able to play their passing game and the opposition were unable to make inroads into the Worthing defence. David Beales once again has started the season in great form and provides a defensive rock for Worthing down the left flank. 
Vice Captain and Italian import Sciandro commanded the midfield once more and the slight Italian is proving to be Worthing's most valuable asset in the middle of the park. The balance of the team looks so much better with Warner playing down the right flank offering a great outlet and attacking assurance from that position. 
Before half time Worthing added a fifth goal. Paterson broke play up in midfield and slipped the ball to Ansell, his measured ball played in 

Ginnaw who picked out Marr who buried the ball past the keeper.
 
At half time Worthing looked in the driving seat and were keen to carry on the fast free flowing attacking Hockey. Soon after the break Worthing added their sixth goal. Brilliant play from Craig Paterson created space in midfield; Sciandro played the ball wide to Ansell who played the ball into the 'D' first time. Sawyer pounced and brilliantly finished off the pick of the goals. The Australian has been in sparkling form this season scoring goals and being an integral part of the attacking style of play. 
At 6-0 Worthing continued to press, further good play from Mikie Gubbins and Rob Lowe created chances and Man of the Match Chris Marr was able to deftly finish off another good move to claim his hat-trick. Marr then added his fourth and Worthing's eighth with a fine piece of individual play. 
With Worthing playing this type of hockey, defender Jimmy Pease decided to join the party and burst through midfield and linked with Paterson, a superb 1-2 round the keeper, handing the open net for Paterson to score on his debut and make it 9 for the home team. Sawyer then grabbed his second and Worthing's double figure 10th with another fine piece of attacking play. 
A slight drop in concentration allowed the visitors to break away and score what can only be seen as a consolation goal. 

Captain Ansell quotes: 
‘obviously the result is very pleasing, but more importantly was the attitude and effort of the players. Last week was a huge disappointment so to bounce back and respond in this way was great. Craig Paterson looks like a fine addition to the team and has been playing at National League level in New Zealand, so i hope he will help us in the coming weeks when we are sure to face stiffer opponents.' 
'It was Vice President's day on Saturday and the boys certainly put on a good show for them all.'   
This week we travel to Sevenoaks and need to get the win to keep the pressure on at the top of the table.

A vital away win for the Men’s 2nd XI, maintained their 100% record this season. This was a tough game on a pitch, which we struggled to adapt to. We didn't play particularly well, and M&B were very much in the game until midway through the 2nd half. However this is exactly the sort of game where some resilience was needed and we did well in the end to grind out the 3 points.


Opting for a 1st XI style 2-3-2-3, we started brightly enough, with centre forward Lock feeding a ball through to inside right Minchell, who slotted home calmly inside the first few minutes. However, we then were immediately on the back foot. M&B were finding there front men too easily, the marking and positioning in midfield wasn't quite right. When we did regain possession at the back, either in open play or from 16's, we struggled to get the ball out. A lack of options and some miscued passes, as the ball frequently got stuck in the surface. It wasn't long before the M&B pressure resulted in an equaliser, a man over at the far post finding a small gap between the keeper’s pads.
Despite not clicking as a team, it has to be said we still had chances. Ramiz and Lock frequently found themselves away 1 on 1, but couldn't quite capitalise. They key factor was that we dug in defensively, with Mungo and Barts Jnr looking impassable at the back. We'd only managed 1 short corner in the first half, a strike from Bart’s 

Jnr which rebounded out off the keepers pads, but nobody there to capitalise! Eventually one of our attacks did pay dividends when Ramiz found Lock who applied the finish for a 2-1 half time lead.
 
The 2nd half we started quite slowly, perhaps apprehensive about the next goal being so crucial. We relied on Chris in goal to make one excellent save, coolly deflecting away a missile into his pads. There was also a series of short corners to be defended. Finally with 20 mins to go, we gained control of the game. Arran Barker had started to become more and more of a factor from right half and as M&B tired his energy levels seemed to increase. The sight of him tearing away down the right seemed to lift the side. Out on the right wing, James Cook was also more involved in the game. Whether linking with Arran or picking up balls further infield and utilising the trademark moulinex, he was punching holes in the M&B rearguard. We started to look more comfortable defensively as M&B were starting to go even more direct from deeper positions, which we were able to cut out with relative ease. If they tried to play through the middle of the park, then Stuart
Barter was hounding them down and turning over a lot of ball for us.
Our ascendancy was translated into goals, with 1 more for Lock and 1 for Ramiz. At 4-1 the pressure eased and we looked much more like a top of the table side. A good win in the end, lots of positives once again, but also a few areas to iron out perhaps a result of tweaking the formation.
We roll on to the big one at home next week against Penguins, confident of a good performance on our home pitch.
