Sevenoaks have had some mixed results (1 win, 1 draw and 2 losses) and with their 1st XI playing at home on the Sunday we had no idea what side they would put out. The lesson from this is to play your own game and beat whatever side is put out in front of you.

Worthing began disappointingly compared to the previous weeks strong and fast start – it was Sevenoaks who were the team to dominate. Their midfield’s passing and forwards’ movement off the ball, together with their defence’s ease of passing around the back, showed the calibre of the club’s national hockey league status.

We sat back (a classic WHC Achilles heal) and with their talented right midfield player pushing into the Worthing 25yd causing problems, a short corner was finally awarded. A drag flick and it sailed into the left hand side. 1-0.

We were now in a game drifting away from us.

However, this pressure wasn’t constant and evidence was there that their national league talent didn’t extend all the way down the club, as their forward ran the ball off the pitch for a 16 without any pressure from the absent defence - idiot!

The introduction of Craig Paterson and his drifting moves started to open up the Sevenoaks defence. This and better work by Worthing was rewarded with our first short corner, won by Grant Sawyer. Alex Warner stepped up and a customary goal: the ball hammering into the bottom left hand corner after Alex did some nifty footwork to get into the correct position. 1-1.

Now level and we were back in the game.

Sevenoaks were previously a side riding a wave of emotional confidence, but when they hit the rocks of Worthing, their buoyancy was lost. The first thing to drop was their discipline and Worthing started to power in front with their passes sharper and creative, and more vigorous running off the ball. The pressure was on and Grant Sawyer earned votes for his Man of the Match performance by feeding from the right hand base line to Rob ‘Titch’ Lowe who did a spiny thing with his stick and scored (running from the left, past the right hand post, he received the ball with his back to the goal and reversed pushed the ball behind him into the open left hand side of the goal). 1-2.

Grant kept the pressure up and robbed the defender on the left hand side and tore into the D, shaking off the irritable defender. He then lived up to his Fantasy League tag of “likes to bang them in!” by whacking a three FL points goal into the right hand goal netting – what goalkeeper? 1-3.

A half time team talk of putting them to bed and we came out fighting full of confidence. 

Our fourth goal came from a short corner breakdown, the ball being pulled out wide to the right. Captain Sciandro receiving the switched ball on the left and his shot on goal had a characteristic bend to the right, reaching Grant “I’ll eat these FL points up” Sawyer who was on hand to guide the ball into the open goal on the right hand post. 1-4.

The game, however, became a bit more open and Worthing’s ball retention in the final third was a let down. This constant turn over meant some resolute defending was needed, although this was further up the pitch and away from the ‘danger’ area. Yet the Sevenoaks persistence paid off and a short corner awarded. A straight strike and unfortunately it passed unchallenged into the right hand corner. 2-4.

Further short corners were thwarted, but we were only a stick away from conceding again. We held out until the final whistle, a well-earned result against a good team.

We continued to attack and were finding it easy to feed the ball to the impressive Duncan. He was giving a level 3 coaches master class in movement, touch and technical skills that could easily be used in a teaching video for his 1st team pupils. He fed Ramiz on the left of the D, who slotted in an accurate shot into the far corner. 2-1. Then the Penguin defence resorted to more heavy-handed tactics to try and deal with the irrepressible Windlesham Wonder, which resulted in a stroke. Stuart Barter stepped up to coolly flick home. 3-1 with 15 mins gone, and a Duncan hatrick of assists! 

The game then got scrappy. Johnnie Massie was shown yellow for a high stick at the top of the D, when he connected with the keepers rebound from a short corner flying past his head! Worthing gathered at Georgia Ave looking very fresh faced for a Sunday morning, had the Liquid Lounge been given a week off?? We travelled up to ESHER, to play a team currently second in the Hants/Surrey Regional League not having lost a game. A tough game was ahead.

Worthing started well and controlled early exchanges making up for a slightly weaker second half performance on Saturday. In spite of the early pressure UCL opened the scoring after a quick break that led to a short corner which was dispatched into the corner via a strong drag-flick leaving the home side 1-0 up.
A strange 20 minutes spell of hockey ensued after Worthing were awarded a short corner towards the end of the first half as the young University side lost their discipline. After 3 warnings and two green cards, the home side captain (also their goalkeeper) was yellow carded for persistent backchat. During the aftermath, more comments were made to the umpire who was given little choice but to issue another 2 players yellow cards, one of which was upgraded to a red following further abusive language. Once the home side had decided to opt out of playing with a kicking back and with only 8 players left on the pitch, Worthing set their minds to taking advantage of the numerical advantage. With the keeper missing, and some sort of order resumed, Warner duly dispatched the short corner just before the half time whistle.


Worthing continued to press the numerical advantage away at the start of the second half with Warner dispatching another short corner drag flick down the middle before their keeper and fellow sin-binnee were re-introduced. Worthing continued to dominate possession and some crisp and attacking play put Marrsy through on goal who finished supremely into the bottom corner. Ben Burriss, who was slotted into the side at inside right was a constant threat in the attacking third and his persistence and no lack of skill was rewarded with 2 well taken goals following good work from Ginnaw, Patterson and Sawyer respectively leaving Worthing with a seemingly unassailable 5-1 lead. Somewhere amongst the melee, Worthing were awarded a stroke which was dispatched by Patterson however the umpire ruled it out for taking 2 steps (which he later admitted was an incorrect call given the rule changes two years ago).

For some unknown reason, Worthing took their foot off the gas and allowed the talented 10 man home side back into the game with a combination of sloppy errors, poor concentration and lack of composure. Throwing caution to the wind, UCL quickly capitalised on a series of defensive errors and scored 3 goals in quick succession. Heading into the final few minutes still 5-4 up but looking very nervous, Worthing failed to see the game out, giving the ball away cheaply from which the home side grabbed an equaliser taking this amazing cup tie into golden goal extra time…5-5!
After some stern words from Atkinson, Binnsy and Sciandro, Worthing re-grouped and attempted to put the disappointment of the last 20 minutes behind them and focus on making the numerical advantage count as both teams would inevitably tire.
