Following last season’s poor return of 1 point out of a possible 6 against a well drilled Horsham side, Worthing knew this would not be as one sided as their last home league win against a struggling Holcombe 2a’s. Having come back from 4-1 down against Lewes last week and with an uncanny knack of snatching draws from the jaws of defeat, it was clear that the away side would never give up and this point was proven once again this week with yet another late equaliser.

A minute’s silence was immaculately observed by both sets of players and supporters in respect and memory of two young Crowborough Hockey Club players who tragically died in a car accident last weekend. Our thoughts and hearts go out to their families and fellow club members.

From the first whistle, it was clear what the pattern of play would be with the away side happy to put 11 men behind the ball, making themselves tough to break down and look 

to catch their opposition on the counter attack. Worthing dominated the early exchanges with all the possession and some much improved ball speed and sense of urgency across the back four leading to more space and gaps to exploit in the midfield and out wide. A few half chances came and went with Horsham riding their luck at times but a sense of inevitability hung over St Andrews when Worthing were awarded two short corners in quick succession. Warner was unfortunate to see the first, an absolute rocket fly inches wide of the right post before he went for the top left corner forcing the first of what proved to be many incredible saves from the Horsham keeper at full stretch. With Horsham limited to speculative long balls and very little possession, the home side’s technical superiority finally paid dividends as Ginnaw, was afforded some space to work in the inside left channel and found himself in the D one on one with the keeper. With the ball prodded goal wards and squeezing through the keeper’s pads, Paterson was on hand at the far post to finish from close range.

As the first half came to a close, the away side broke down the left-hand side and with Worthing a little guilty of diving in, slipped the ball inside to their lone forward who managed to win a cheap short corner. With the straight flick initially saved by Binns, Worthing were unable to clear the ball off his pads and the ball was poked home off the rebound leaving both sides level at half-time…. a score line which rather flattered the away side.

After some well-chosen words from Captain Ansell, Worthing came back out on the offensive early in the second half playing some very nice hockey in the process. The home side found it easy to cut open the Horsham defence at will – stark contrast to the seemingly impenetrable fortress we came up against the year before. Clear cut chances were carved open but with the away side’s goalkeeper in inspired form, the deadlock was not broken in until midway through the second half as he produced some unbelievable saves via a combination of agility and a little good fortune. It took a goal of real quality to eventually get past the man of the match. A well worked move began in the middle of the park, with Paterson picking up the ball from inside left and finding Lowe in the D who made himself some space with a sharp turn and unselfishly set up Warner who had ghosted in at the far post and finished well to cap a cracking team goal.

Unfortunately, as with the National Trophy game last week, the home side failed to hold onto their lead for long; once again proving their own downfall with a lapse in concentration which let in Horsham who converted their second goal from a straight flick penalty corner with only their third shot on goal.

Worthing, seemingly un-phased by this lapse quickly turned defence into attack once again, with another well worked move resulting in Marr finding space in the D to unleash a solid reverse stick strike which rebounded off the inside of the right hand upright and landed at the feet of Paterson who finished clinically into the bottom corner leaving the home side 3-2 up heading into the final 10 minutes.

In spite of the favourable score line, Worthing continued to press forward trying to kill the game off. Unfortunately, as has been the case too often recently, we over-committed numbers forward and when the ball was turned over just outside our 25, the away side managed to scramble the ball past Binns and even with Pease and Sciandro at full length on the goal-line the ball was not cleared and a Horsham forward arrived late at the far post to equalise with pretty much the last hit of the game. Worthing did not even have time to get the ball into the opposition D before the final whistle blew signalling the end of a good overall team performance but what can only be deemed as 2 points dropped in the chase for the title. Worthing travel to BBHC next weekend searching for a return to winning ways to keep the pressure on league leaders Holcombe 2s.

A lovely sunny morning greeted the old gold and navy 2nd team bandwagon as it made the short trip across the A27 to Stanley Deason. Always a tough place to go and despite the glorious sunshine always bloomin cold! This fixture had been earmarked as a potential 'toughy' with Brighton able to field an experienced side containing several former 1st XI stalwarts. We are able to match most teams for old 1st XI stalwarts, but we then raise them with a crop of talented youngsters. Just to make sure the cards were loaded in our favour, the burly Australian, Shepherd, was summoned from London (well, straight from a night shift in Telford as it turned out) and Chris 'McLovin' Lowin was recalled from studies in Winchester.
Once again we started a game very strongly and raced into an early lead. A fine piece of distribution from 'Nugget' picked out Tedmo on the right, who attacked the D and served one up for Lock to despatch. 1-0. Once again though we couldn't capitalise on this start and conceded far too much possession to the home side, allowing them to put us under some pressure. Eventually a short corner snuck under the body of big Chris in goal and it was all tied up at 1-1. The space had definitely been there for Worthing to exploit but too many poor options meant our attacking threat was significantly reduced. We still had chances though, Lowin unlucky with a deflection from a Tim Barter crash. In fact at one point even Mungo came through on the burst, making himself an option, collecting the pass and entering the opposition D. Normality restored as the excitement of entering the D caused a major malfunction and off he went back to defending!
With the bright sunshine and glare coming in straight off The Channel, it was at times difficult to pick things up. The umpires certainly faced a difficult task in making judgements under those conditions. Great credit to the Worthing side, that when decisions did go against us, we just got on with the game and accepted it. In stark contrast the boisterous Brighton sideline and a fair contingent of their playing XI felt it necessary to appeal and argue anything blown against them. This gave a little bit of edge to the first half, which ended evens at 1-1.
 
At half time we talked about using the ball better and exploiting the space that was on offer. A particular feature of the first half had been the excellent, disciplined display from James Cook in the middle of midfield. He had completely neutralised the Brighton playmaker. In fact the pairing of Cook with the typically excellent hustling and harrying of Stuart Barter gave us an excellent defensive base in the middle of the park. We needed this to continue, if we were to have the platform to kick on and win the game.
Brighton took the lead in the 2nd half, when some poor closing down at a long corner, allowed them to find a spare player on the baseline, who cut in and had a free shot at goal. This sparked Worthing into life and the equaliser soon arrived. A driving run from Adam Stephens down the right, a low hard cross and Ramiz meeting it with a lovely deflection high into the roof of the net at the near post. 2-2 and Worthing in the ascendancy, pinning Brighton back. The home side had let their discipline descend further and the umpires were losing patience. A couple of yellow cards allowed Worthing to press home their advantage further. With just over 10 mins to go, Lock's miss-hit pass, somehow found its way to Lowin at the top left of the D. With the keeper wrong footed, Lowin forced the ball home into the big gap on offer. It has to be mentioned that despite the 2nd half dominance, we were once again reliant on one top class diving save from Chris, which allowed
us to keep the momentum.
The game had now become a bit more fractious with more and more decisions being queried by the home side. The most ironic moment of the season so far arrived, when the umpires eventually had to stop the game, summon the Brighton skipper out of the sin bin and ask him to gather the whole side around to have a word about their discipline! Worthing stuck to their task and as the Brighton defence tired, Ramiz stepped things up and started gliding past challenges for fun. In quick succession, the floating dagger faced up the keeper one on one, to then just slot the ball to the greedy Lock to gobble up a late double for his hatrick.

5-2 had put some gloss on what had been a tough game. Man of the Match had undoubtedly been Cooky, who got even better in the 2nd half with his closing down of the Brighton danger man, whilst also showing some neat and tidy distribution when in possession. Overall an excellent away performance, certainly some areas to exploit further, which should ensure that there is no complacency despite the 100% record to date.
